Attached is the entry form for the NASCAR K & N PRO SERIES BI – MART SALUTE TO THE 
TROOPS support race for historic stock cars run under SCRS rules to be held at Portland 
International Raceway July 22nd – 24th.  This event is open to Historic Cars only. 
  
Last year’s race was a huge success and the NASCAR promoters are looking forward to this year 
being even bigger and better.  Those of you that attended last year know how appreciative and 
supportive the fans were that we brought our cars to Portland and put on an awesome close race.  
This is our chance to put on another super event in front of a huge true NASCAR fan base.  
  
The entry fee for this year’s race is $525.00 with a late fee of $50 for entries received after June 30th.  
Please complete and mail your entries to the SCRS office as soon as possible.  We do not have the 
ability to accept credit card payments so all entries must be paid by check.  ALL ENTRIES MUST 
BE RECEIVED BY SCRS BEFORE JULY 5TH AS THE OFFICE WILL BE CLOSED 
AFTER THAT DATE DUE TO THE PORTLAND HISTORIC RACES TWO WEEKS 
PRIOR TO THE K & N BI-MART 125 SUPPORT RACE. 
  
Each team will receive one pit space with enough room for your tow vehicle, trailer and working 
room out of the back of your trailer.  Each team will receive 5 pit passes and 2 inside the gate parking 
passes.  ALL CARS MUST MEET 103 DB AT 50 FEET. 
 
Tom Elam is planning on attending Portland to support SCRS with fuel and tires. Order forms for 
fuel and tires are attached.  Please make sure you get your orders to Tom as soon as possible. 
  
SCRS will be hosting a sit down dinner for drivers, their families and crew on Saturday night.   We 
will be asking for the number of people attending from your party prior to the event.  
  
The Portlander Inn at Jubitz Travel Center is the official headquarters of the Bi-Mart Salute to the 
Troops 125.  They have special room rates available for the weekend complete with a free shuttle 
service to the raceway.  Flyer with all necessary information attached. 
  
Schedule of track times will be sent as soon as the schedule is confirmed. 
  
We look forward to seeing everyone at Portland.  This is going to be another fantastic opportunity to 
show true NASCAR fans that the older cars should be on the track racing and not tucked away in 
someone’s garage or museum.
